Equipment

Referees must purchase the following prior to starting:

Two referee shirts, one yellow and one black

Black referee shorts 


*
Black referee socks with three white stripes at top


*
Black shoes – cross trainers, referee flats, or soccer shoes


*
Whistle – Get a short lanyard or finger-mount.  Do not get a long, 



basketball-style lanyard.

Referee wallet with Red/Yellow cards, game record sheets.

Set of AR flags


*
Sports watch with stopwatch function – Do not get a stopwatch or buy

      

a watch that clips to your shorts.  Target, Wal-Mart, etc will have these.
These can be purchased at Soccer Village or Avon Sports Apparel in Carmel.  Also available on-line at www.officialsports.com.  Expect to spend about $100 - $110.
NOTE – Black shirts are often hard to get, but are an absolute requirement.  Do not delay in getting these – new referees will not be allowed to start until fully equipped.
